




May 11, 2020 



The Harper County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, with Chairman Pence calling the meeting to order to Commissioner Adams and Commissioner Waldschmidt. Recording Secretary Melinda McCurley was also in attendance.  

Commissioner Adams motioned to approve employee benefits in the amount of $57,443.17; approved unanimously.  

Commissioner Waldschmidt motioned to approve accounts payable in the amount of $106,318.26; approved unanimously.

Commissioner Waldschmidt motioned to approve the regular meeting minutes of May 4, 2020; approved unanimously.

Commissioner Adams motioned to approve the inordinate-spending authorization for EMS to purchase an AED to be reimbursed by the HHS grant; approved unanimously.

Commissioner Waldschmidt motioned to approve the inordinate-spending authorization for repairs to the Jail HVAC system in the amount of $1,363.30; approved unanimously.

Commissioner Adams motioned to approve the April 2020 transfers in the amount of $10,211.74; approved unanimously.

Heather Struble, Health Officer, gave an update on the COVID-19 response.  Commissioner Adams motioned to approve the inordinate-spending authorization for a refrigerator in the amount of $1,041.35 to be reimbursed by the Senior Care Act; approved unanimously.

Rob Monson, Commerce Construction, discussed the progress of the Harper EMS Station.  Jan Harding, EMS and Mike Elliott, Buildings and Grounds were present.  

Mike Sanders, USD 511, Josh Swartz, USD 361 and Britt Hedlund, T2C Coordinator gave an update on the Auto Mechanics Program and the new Welding Program for the 2020-2021 school year.  Commissioner Waldschmidt motioned to approve up to $20,000 for construction costs for the program to be paid from the Community Development fund; approved unanimously.

Melinda McCurley, Community Development, presented Community Development Grant application 2020-03.  The application died for lack of a motion.
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It was the consensus of the Board to direct the remaining community betterment funds of $14,825.97, allocated to the City of Harper from 2014, to the Harper Recreation FEMA Shelter/Ball Field Renovation project.

Ami DeLacerda, HR, gave a department update.  It was the consensus of the Board to keep the hiring freeze in place until further notice.

Commissioner Waldschmidt motioned to approve the FFCRA policy as presented; approved unanimously.
